SCFD 2009 Tier III Grant Application Glossary


Activities- for the purposes of this grant application, events that are promoted and open to the public or serve specific constituencies of the district and are related to the production, exhibition and presentation of science and/or culture which fulfill the organization’s mission; i.e. exhibits, performances, educational programs, workshops, and lectures
NOTE: Denver County Applicants, please refer to funding guidelines for county-specific definition for “Activity”.
Attendance- the number of people served by an organization’s activity, in some cases this may include the participants presenting the activity (e.g., children’s theater company may include the children performing as attendees when the organization’s mission includes providing performance opportunities to children)
NOTE: In completing the application, organizations will need to know the number of occurrences for each activity (e.g., a class that it offered once a week for twelve weeks results in 12 occurrences).

Capital Construction- expenditures related to building, renovations, and construction (i.e., bricks and mortar) SCFD funds can not be used for capital construction.

Collaborative- results from two or more organizations from within or without the SCFD (emphasis being given to organizations from within the SCFD) working together to produce an activity or product; these may take a variety of forms, including shared administrative resources, marketing, joint productions, or combined contributions
General Operating Support- funding that supports the daily operations of an organization as well as on-going activities
NOTE: Adams County Applicants must complete the Adams County GOS Request Form which is located on the scfd website. 
Inclusive- building volunteer, staff, and donor leadership to reflect the diversity of our ever-changing community; value the perspectives and contributions of all people, and strive to incorporate the needs and viewpoints of diverse communities into the design and implementation of programs 
In-kind Contributions- goods and/or services that are donated and not paid for by the applicant organization; generally accepted accounting principles will apply in regard to in-kind support; members of an organization who volunteer time are not considered in-kind donations for the purposes of this grant application
Mission Statement- a concise description of your organization’s exempt purpose which has been adopted by the board of directors and reflected in your 103 application for 501 (c) (3) status from the IRS (or updated statement filed with the IRS); a mission statement should be one or two sentences in length

Outreach- programs intended to reach new, underserved, special or non-traditional audiences; programs addressing a broad-based community need

Project- funding for a specific program or activity that is not a part of the daily operations or on-going activities
NOTE: Non-resident organizations may be limited to applying for only project funds in some counties. Please refer to the county guidelines for clarification.
