The June 24, 2010 SCFD board meeting was
hosted by the Cherokee Ranch and Castle,
6113 Daniels Park Rd., Sedalia, CO 80135.

The Board also unanimously voted to adopt the
revised SCFD bylaws as updated by SCFD legal counsel.

SCFD Board Chairman James Harrington delivered the Treasurer's report
on behalf of Joseph Arcese. The April 2010 SCFD sales and use tax
revenue was $3,201,694.48, an 11.0% increase over month-to-date (MTD)
April 2009. This is the sixth consecutive month of reported MTD increases.
The 2010 year-to-date (YTD) sales and use tax revenue is $12,062,462.94,
which is a 6.0% increase in YTD 2010 over YTD 2009.

Ms. Long distributed the 2010 Tier Il Qualifying Organizations Report to
board members. Twenty-four organizations applied for and received
qualification for 2010 Tier Il SCFD funding. The 2010 qualifying revenue
threshold is $1,365,480.37. Tier Il organizations will present their
certification reports to the Board at the July and August Board meetings.
Following Ms. Long's report, staff presented a review of the SCFD eligibility
requirements.
