The August 26, 2010 SCFD Board meeting
was hosted by the Center for the Arts in

Evergreen.

The remaining 18 Tier Il organizations
presented their annual certification reports to
the SCFD Board. The first group of 6
presented in July. Each presentation was
followed by Board member questions.
Following the final presentation, the Board adopted Resolution 10-07
Pertaining to Organizations Qualifying for 2010 Tier Il Formula and
Discretionary Funding.

Center for the Arts
Evergreen

SCFD Treasurer Joseph Arcese reported that the June 2010 SCFD sales
and use tax revenue was $3,564,991.49, which is a 15.46% increase over
month-to-date (MTD) June 2009. This is the eighth consecutive month of
reported MTD increases. The 2010 year-to-date (YTD) sales and use tax
revenue is $19,130,925.67, which is an 8.78% increase in YTD 2010 over
YTD 2009.

Chairman James Harrington shared a letter
from Donald T. Seawell thanking the SCFD
Board for bestowing upon him an honorary
Rex Morgan Award. Mr. Harrington also
recapped the kick-off for the Denver Art
Museum's SCFD in September, a month-
long event, featuring a free admission to the
King Tut exhibit for each youth when
accompanied by an adult resident of the
District.

Kathy Spuhler, Bob Grant,
SCFD Executive Director Peg Long James Harrington, Marcia
requested and received the Board's Johnson, Joseph Arcese
permission for SCFD to become an endorser of Colorado Gives Day, to
occur on December 8, 2010. This initiative, hosted by the Community First
Foundation, seeks to raise $1 million for Colorado nonprofit organizations in
a 24-hour period. Peg will send information to SCFD organizations
explaining how to establish a profile in order to become eligible to receive
donations through the Foundation on this day as well as in the future.

Ms. Long shared with the Board her additional research and concerns
regarding Amendments 60 and 61 and Proposition 101 subsequent to the
board's adoption of Resolution 10-06 in June.

Proposition 101

Reduces vehicle use tax revenue and eliminate sales taxes on
leases and vehicle rentals.
Exempts the first $10,000 of the sales price of a vehicle from sales
